Building Control Officer
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Building Control Officers (BCOs) ensure that regulations on public

health, safety, energy conservation and disabled access are met. It

is the BCO’s role to inspect work at various stages on new

buildings and structural alterations.
Working both in the office and on site, BCOs may be involved in

anything from a kitchen extension to an entire town centre complex.

Entry requirements

■ Five GCSEs at grade C or equivalent, including Maths, Science

and English language. Degree level entrants are preferred.

■ An NVQ Level 4 in Building Control provides an alternative role

into the profession.
Length of training will vary, according to your prior knowledge.

Future prospects and opportunities

There are opportunities to gain promotions within the building

control team. Professional training leads towards membership of

the Association of Building Engineers (ABE) or the Royal Institute

of Chartered Surveyors (RICS).
