Taxi drivers
asked to sign up

A scheme to make it easier for wheelchair
users to get out and about by taxi is being
promoted by St Albans City & District Council.

The idea is to compile a contact list of wheelchair-
accessible taxis whose drivers are happy to be
phoned direct by a person who needs them. The
council will hold a copy of the list and make it
available to disability groups.

The council has licensed about 150 wheelchair-
accessible taxis and letters have gone out to all
the owners, asking them to consider signing up.
The list includes details of when they are available
for work.

Karen Hollands, senior licensing officer, said:
“Even though there are so many taxis that can take
wheelchairs, we know that people sometimes have
difficulty ordering one through the control rooms
at the time they need it. Elsewhere schemes like
this have been hugely successful with a small core
of drivers who provided a fantastic service. We
would like to replicate this in the district if we can
find drivers who are willing.”
