Twelve thousand new wheelie bins are about

to be delivered in St Albans City & District as
the council increases the opportunities for recycling.
In a pilot project, letters have been sent to 12,000
residents offering them the option of having a wheeled
bin or continuing with their existing reusable sacks.

The council wishes to promote the benefits of
wheeled bins as a preferred means of collection, but
residents are being offered a genuine choice as to
whether to have them. It is recognised that there are
a few places where the bins will be unsuitable and
that some residents may not want them.

The bins come in two sizes and residents with
very small gardens or limited storage will be offered
the smaller bins while stocks last. Elderly people, or
people with a disability, who are unable to manoeuvre
the bins, can request an ‘assisted collection’. For

Nine thousand of the bins will be offered to

residents on a round that will collect garden waste,
cardboard and kitchen waste, to be taken to a new
specialist composting plant at Harefield, which can
make safe material such as kitchen waste that may
have come into contact with meat.

The remaining three thousand bins, on a separate
round, will take garden waste only until specialist
composting facilities are provided nearer to St Albans.

Some £500,000 has been provided for the pilot
project, by the Department for Environment, Food
and Rural Affairs, at no cost to the council tax payer.
