Grooming and Pimping 
 
 

• A young girl is befriended by an older man 
who becomes her boyfriend 

• The older man is very flattering and buys 
her presents such as mobile phone 

• She is introduced to alcohol or drugs 

• The man begins to exert control over her 

• She may be forced to perform sexual 
favours to her boyfriend and his friends 

• She disappears and returns after varying 
lengths of time 

• Her relationship with family, guardians and 
friends gradually declines 

Sexual Exploitation 
 
 

• Adverts for premises advertising the sexual 
services from particular ethnic or national 
groups 

• Person forced, intimidated or coerced into 
providing services of a sexual nature 

• Movement of people between brothels or 
working in different locations  

• People with very limited amounts of clothing 
and/or a large proportion of the clothing is 
“sexual” 

• Only being able to speak “sexual words” in 
English or in the language of their client groups 

• Someone other than the victim receiving 
money from clients 

• Health symptoms resulting from such issues 
as assault or rape 

• Signs of ritual abuse and witch craft 

• Substance misuse 
 

Signs to look out for when travelling  
 

• A child travelling alone 

• The child does not seem to have many possessions but does have a mobile phone 

• The child is not travelling to the UK to meet his or her parent or guardian 

• The child is suspicious of adults 

• They are afraid of being deported
